Who Can Apply? 

● The program is open to students of all four Hungarian medical universities. 
Medical students who are in their 5th year of education at the beginning of 
September 2017 or those who are in their 6th year of education at the 
beginning of September 2017 and plan to do their 6th year in two units, so that 
the second unit would start from September 2018. Medical students with 
Hungarian heritage may apply from both the Hungarian and English 
language programs. Only HMAA Hungary Chapter members can apply for the 
exchange program (membership is free for medical students, further 
information visit the Hungary Chapter page). 

● Deadline: applications must be postmarked by January 11, 2018. 

** Applications postmarked later than this date will not be accepted 

●Requirements: All documents must be submitted in 2 copies 

● Completed Application Form 

●Letter of recommendation from the Dean (in English) 

●Letter of recommendation from two different Heads of Department (English)     

       ●Hungarian and English credit transcript from year 1 onwards 

●  Statement of medical student status
